


A morning panel moderated by Cabrillo College President Brian King will focus on teacher
recruitment and retention. Panel participants include Rodney Ogawa, professor of education
and chair of the Education Department at UCSC; Betty Achinstein of the UCSC New
Teacher Center (NTC); John Ittelson professor of information technology and
communications design at CSUMB; and Louis Denti, distinguished professor in special
education at CSUMB.

An afternoon panel moderated by Santa Cruz County Superintendent of Schools Michael
Watkins will discuss math, science, special education, and the needs of English language
learners. Participants will include Bartlett, Gretchen Andreasen, a resource center director
with the California Teach Program at UCSC; Edward Landesman with the UC Office of the
President; Judit Moschkovich, associate professor of education at UCSC; Jerome Shaw,
assistant professor of education at UCSC; and George Bunch, assistant professor of
education at UCSC.

Following each panel presentation, participants will form smaller moderated breakout
sessions for further discussion and problem solving. Monterey County Superintendent of
Schools Nancy Kotowski will provide a wrap-up of the day before EPC Executive Director
Moran offers closing remarks.
